The HKU School of Professional and Continuing Education (HKU SPACE) utilizes the Academic Certificate Verification Platform (ACVP) implemented and operated by the Joint
Universities Computer Centre (JUCC) as a secure system for managing, verifying, and sharing academic credentials. The ACVP uses blockchain technology and enhances the
reliability and efficiency of academic credential verification. Sharing of academic credentials with third parties such as employers and education institutions can be authorised
by graduates and done simply through a link, a QR code, or a PDF file.
